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I am inviting you to do something during the week that will increase the impact of this study. I want 
to encourage you to study 24 Psalms that I�ve selected for you. Each week you will meditate on two 
Psalms. I�ve included questions that will guide you in your study and re�ection. You might �nd it espe-
cially helpful to write out your thoughts in a notebook.

I have had hundreds of people look through the Psalms for characteristics of our heavenly Father and 
all have said that this has been an invaluable way to understand our Lord more deeply and fully. The 
Psalms are one of the richest places to discover the heart of our heavenly Father. If you�re willing to take 
time to meditate on two each week, you�ll �nd it very meaningful. I�ll give you some guidelines so that 
this will be a pro�table experience. 

Consider the following tips to guide your time of personal study.

Find a time when you are rested and alert. 

Seek out a quiet place where you will not be disturbed.

Write down your observations. This will make your discoveries stay with you longer.

Consider meditating on the same Psalm for two or three days. When we come back a second or 
third time we see things we missed before.

Take time to pray about the thoughts and feelings the Psalm nurtures in you.

21 And the son said to him, �Father, 
I have sinned against heaven and before you. I am no longer worthy to be called your son.� 
22 But the father said to his servants, �Bring quickly the best robe, and put it on him, and put a 
ring on his hand, and shoes on his feet. 23 And bring the fattened calf and kill it, and let us eat 
and celebrate. 24 For this my son was dead, and is alive again; he was lost, and is found.� And 
they began to celebrate.�
